Dignity House had a productive year in 2021. We served 28 women. With our AWP grant we were able
to assist 12 women with one week of program bed fees to allow them to stay. We currently have a 75%
success rate of program completion. With the installation of our in-house counselor, we have lowered
our clients distress level considerably. We have begun our women’s empowerment group, which is a 12-
week 3-part series of weekly groups. We cover the topics of relapse prevention, healthy relationships,
and financial literacy.
